· This is a free campout, but the campground isn’t free.  We would appreciate donations so we can do this again next year.     You will have to fill out insurance paperwork whether you are over night or just for the day.    You will be provided the camp rules list and be expected to follow them or be asked to leave.       

· Bring your own camp gear, chair, wood, toilet paper, food, tents and row boats/canoes/rafts (no gas motors).  We will be tie dying as our craft.  Please bring a t-shirt to tie dye.
This is a private campground with a manager living on the premises.  There are two other campgrounds with groups camping.  Please do not play your stereo loudly, drive too fast through the campground, bring fireworks or other objects that make explosive noises. If you have dirt bikes, you may have to unload to go riding on Talache Rd, and not in campground itself.  Dogs are allowed as long as they are on a leash attached to their human or tied securely.   You must pick up their poop (no exceptions)!  No loose dogs or you will be asked to leave.  If you can leave your dogs with someone, please do so.  It will cut down on the amount of barking, whining and humans yelling at the dogs.  We are to be respectable and quiet so that we may use this campground again in the future.  Do not bring air-soft or BB guns.  Please make sure you pick up after yourself and leave the campground better than you found it.  Do not throw cigarette butts on the ground or along the nature trails (use fire pits, please).  Also, please abide by all Fish and Game laws.  Do not fish if you do not have a license.
Driving Directions from Coeur d’ Alene: 
Take highway 95 North to Sagle Road. Turn on right to Sagle road and go east about 1.3 miles. Turn right on Talache Road. Go south on Talache Road about 4.3 miles. Go past the Mirror Lake Camp Ground sign. Turn left on the road immediately before the Camp Stidwell sign. The gate may be closed, but will not be locked.  You will have to get out of your car and open the gate and close it again.  Go down the road and turn left.  We are at Camp Angell on the left side as you come in!
